This has two principal objectives:

#1 Create harmony and a visual concept that 
integrates the Mediterranean identity and 
mythology of the project whilst serving as a 
visual story arch that binds the multi-platform 
project as a whole (Print, App UI and Augmented 
Reality elements)

#2 Create a strong design language that 
improves the user experience by setting rules 
and repetition and thus setting a familiar 
environment where - after a brief adaptation 
period - functionality is predictable and easy to 
navigate.

The three main visual elements of the 
project - artwork, chapter colours and 
Mediterranean patterns - are combined 
throughout its multiple platforms:

Enable triggering of embeded content such as panoramic images 
in a spacial aware environment, interviews from photographs, 
or a specially designed riddle game based on Mediterranean 
Mythology.

In the APP, listen to the riddle(s) and its answer(s) hidden in the 
images to unlock bespoke animations and information on the 
Mythology present in the book.

Embeded and humanistic 
Most of these assets do not require any external download from 
the app or use of wifi. Access content inherent to the book’s 
indentity and provide an enhanced engagement, a social and 
humanistic link to its content.

Code triggered assets
Enable triggering of external functionalities such as the WEFE 
Nexus explanatory videos, world map locations, video 
interviews and further information on a given subject - such as the 
“Heads and Hearts”, “Lets Hear More” or “Video Clip” triggers - , links 
to PDFs regarding table of contents and citations.

External and adaptable 
These assets require an external wifi connection from the app and 
link to content present not only in ubiquitous platforms such as 
Youtube or Google Maps but also to the European Commission’s 
Klowledge Hub. Enlarging the scope of what is possible to 
showcase and the ability to update content, extends the lifespan 
and increases the sustainability of printed media. A book used 
as a gateway, rather than a box.
